DFENB Elections:

DFNB director elections will be held in the Moncton (Reint-Jan Dykstra—current direc-
tor), North East (Gerald Daley—current director) and Woodstock (Ed Crandlemire —
current director) areas for the three year term beginning in December 2009. Nomination
forms have been forwarded to producers in these three areas. To be nominated, a pro-
ducer must obtain the support of five producers in their area. The completed nomina-
tion form must be received by the DFNB office prior to 4:30 pm on October 14, 2009.

DFNB Board Meeting Highlights:

Changes to New Entrant Program: DFNB aligns its New Entrant Program with the P5
Quota Committee’s recommended changes. DFNB’s current program provided up to 3
qualifying new entrants per year the use of up to 12 kilos of daily quota for 5 full years
which would then be returned in 1/3 increments at the beginning of year 6, 7 & 8. The
program will be changed so that it provides up to 2 qualifying new entrants per year the
use of the 12 kilos of daily quota for 5 full years which would then be returned in 1 kilo
increments from year 6 to year 17. Existing and future new entrants will be subject to
these new terms. In the future the 12 kilos of Daily Quota temporarily loaned to the first
new entrant will be drawn from the P5’s quota allocation while the Daily Quota for the sec-
ond new entrant will be drawn from New Brunswick’s quota allocation.

Producers welcome new Construction & Transfer Policy:

Since its introduction in July, two Producers have been granted the ability to temporarily
transfer their quotas to other producers under the newly created Construction and Reno-
vation Transfer policy. This policy was based on Dairy Farmers of Ontario’s policy which
allows producers to transfer their quota for up to 12 months so that they can more easily
renovate or construct new milking or housing facilities.

Solids Non-Fat Quotas versus Ratios:
DFNB will be asking producers at the upcoming fall meetings to consider the concept of
establishing a Daily Solids Non Fat Quota based on their respective SNF Target Ratios.

Daily SNF Quota = Daily BF Quota x SNF Target Ratio—(see examples below)
¢+ Producer A Daily BF Quota 50 kgs x SNF Target 2.2 = Daily SNF Quota 110 kgs.
¢+ Producer B Daily BF Quota 50 kgs x SNF Target 2.3 = Daily SNF Quota 115 kgs.
¢+ Producer C Daily BF Quota 50 kgs x SNF Target 2.4 = Daily SNF Quota 120 kgs

The province’s SNF Target of 2.2937 will be used to adjust a producer’s Daily SNF

Quota when he purchases or increases his Daily BF Quota

¢+ Producer A increases his Daily BF Quota from 50 to 60 kgs will cause his Daily SNF
Quota to increase to 132.94 [110 + (10x2.2937) or 22.94 = 132.94], Producer B & C
would receive the same Daily SNF Quota increase.

The producer’s most recent SNF Quota Ratio [Daily SNF Quota divided by Daily BF
Quota] will be used to adjust a producer’s Daily SNF when he sells or decreases his
Daily BF Quota.

¢+ Producer A who now has 60 kgs of Daily BF Quota and 132.94 Daily SNF Quota gives

$0 pay and marketing fees for any SNF produced above SNF Quota and SNF
Credits. This over quota SNF would be divided into Marginal Protein and Mar-
ginal LOS as per the producer’s monthly Protein and LOS tests and be subject to $0
pay and marketing fees and cleared monthly through the monthly blend price.
Production Incentives will be issued for BF and for SNF independent from each
other.

Producers would have to purchase SNF Credits through the Credit Exchange
separately from Butterfat Credits. The current credit exchange would be modi-
fied to allow producers the opportunity to bid separately for BF Credits and/or SNF
Credits on the credit exchange.

What are Emergency Management Plans?

Last month we introduced the emergency management plan (EMP) for the dairy
industry of the Atlantic Provinces. Let’s take a step back now and define what an
emergency is. For the purposes of the Atlantic Dairy Farmers EMP, an emergency
is: an event, or imminent event outside the scope of normal operations that requires
prompt coordination of resources to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the
people and animals involved, or to limit the damage to property and the environ-
ment.

An emergency management plan is a written document based on four core princi-
ples: prevention, preparedness, response and recovery. Prevention involves ac-
tions taken to preclude an event from happening. For example, having backup
generators in the event of a power failure. Preparedness activities include devel-
oping emergency management plans, exercising the plan and making sure every-
one understands their role and responsibilities under the plan. A planned re-
sponse to the event will limit the damage. Recovery is the work to return the indi-
vidual, the industry, or the agricultural community back to the pre-event state.
Simply defined, an EMP details the procedures or actions that must be done, how,
when and by whom before, during and after a potentially harmful event with the
objective of reducing the severity of the event.

Successful EMPs are not documents that sit on a shelf..... they are systems and
processes that are put in place to deal with an event. More importantly they help to
develop the culture for cooperation among industry, industry stakeholders and
government.

Flaxseed Addition Potential to the Dairy Industry H. V. Petit
Dairy & Swine Research & Development Centre, Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada, STN-Lennoxville, Sherbrooke, QC, JIM 1Z3

Whole flaxseed is a good feed ingredient for dairy cow diets as enhanced fertility has been shown in many experi-
ments. Because some seeds are found in the manure of cows, it was important to determine if processing (e.g. grind-
ing) could contribute to improve digestibility and overall productivity of dairy cows. Therefore, the objective of the
present experiment was to determine the effects of flaxseed processing on performance of dairy cows in the first half
of lactation.

A total of 39 lactating Holstein cows were allotted at calving to four different total mixed diets based on either control
with no flaxseed, 7% whole flaxseed, 7% ground flaxseed or a mixture of 3.5% whole flaxseed and 3.5% ground flax-
seed. In general, supplementation with ground flaxseed resulted in the lowest diet digestibility. On the other hand,
digestibility of the diet was not affected by supplementation of whole flaxseed (100% or 50%) when compared to the
control diet. Flaxseed processing and supplementation had no effect on intake of dry matter, milk production, and
milk composition. However, flaxseed supplementation increased concentration of omega 3 fatty acids in milk fat,
which are beneficial for human health. In conclusion, flaxseed supplementation improved milk fatty acid profile for
better human health, and physical breakdown of the seed is not required to improve performance of dairy cows,
which may save money to the producer as processing is expensive. Another positive outcome from feeding whole
rather than ground flax is the longer shelf-life of whole flax as grinding may increase oxidation of fat contained in
flax. Therefore, the benefits of whole compared to ground flax are twofold: saving of money and greater storage time
of the flax.

Changes Effective August 1, 2009

Changes to New Brunswick OQuota Policy as of
August 1, 2009

4+ $28,000 Price Cap on Quota Exchange effective Au-
gust 1, 2009. DFNB will no longer accept any bids or
offers submitted on the quota exchange that are above
$28,000. This cap will remain in effect until it is re-
duced to $25,000 on August 1, 2012. The existing non-
saleable scale remains in effect. The quota exchange
bid form has been modified accordingly.

+ Proration of quota to purchasers on the exchange will
be changed so that when there is more quota bid for
then offered at the clearing price 50% of the available
quota will be allocated to successful buyers in 0.1 kilo
increments and the remaining 50% will be allocated to
successful buyers in proportion to their bids.

+ Credit Days +10 and -30 — those over +10 days on
July 31, 2009 can reduce to +10 at their leisure.

+ Minimum quota holdings increased from 2 kilos to 10
kilos per day; those below 10 kilos on July 31, 2009
would be allowed to continue to ship as long as they
maintain their quota above the previous 2 kilos mini-
mum.

2% Saleable quota converts to non-saleable Auqgust 1/09

As per the Quota policy established in June 2007, 2% of a
producer’s saleable quota will be converted to non-
saleable on August 1, 2009. Another four of these 2% con-
versions will be taking place on August 1 of 2010, 2011,
2012 and 2013.

Canadian Quality Milk Program Mandatory after
August 1, 2011

The Board has agreed to amend its current Canadian Qual-
ity Milk Order to require Producers to successfully pass a
validation and become registered on the Canadian Quality
Milk Program by August 1, 2011. Producers who do not
comply with this Order will be subject to a quota sus-
pension of 1% for the first month, increasing to 100%
for the 8th month if they fail to become registered after
that date. Producers will have their quota reinstated once
they become registered on the Program.

Canadian Quality Milk Program Incentives change
after August 1, 2009

Producer who become registered on the CQM Program for
the first time between August 1, 2009 and August 1, 2010
will now receive $250 instead of the $500. Producers who
become registered for the first time prior to August 1, 2012
will continue to receive $300 as part of the Canadian Dairy
Commission’s agreement to support the program. The
$200 incentive that had been provided to Producers for
subsequent validations will be discontinued.
