Days 
 
DFNB evaluating the implications 
of modifying its SNF Policy 
 
DFNB evaluating credit exchange 
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Lower production in February should help New Brunswick avoid an over quota     
penalty in February but may not be enough to avoid penalty in March, April and May.  
It is estimate that New Brunswick will have used 22,371 kgs of its 25,812 kg flexibility at the end 
of February.  This only leaves New Brunswick with 3,441 kilograms that it can use to cover off 
any over quota production in future months. 
If March’s production remains as forecasted, New Brunswick will be found to be 18,513 kgs over 
its monthly quota.  The first 3,441 kgs will be covered off by our remaining flexibility.  The re-
maining 15,072 kilos will be classified as over quota production and subject to $0 pay and a pen-
alty equal to 50% of blend price for that month.  This will reduce the revenues available to pay 
producers for March by $428,000 or $3.80/hl.  NB is forecast to be over quota in April by 9,800 
kilos and in May by 7,800 kilos that will reduce revenues by $279,000 and $222,000 or $2.53/hl 
and $1.98/hl respectively.  This latest forecast indicates that NB will be over quota by 840,000 
litres during those 3 months which is an improvement over the previous months forecast of 1.2 
Million litres over quota. 
The Board continues to recommend that producers reduce their current production levels over the 
next few months in order to help the province avoid losing revenues. 
 
Explanation of Calculation of Monthly Quota based on Pickup Days 
A number of producers have been questioning the method being used by DFNB to calculate each 
Producer’s Monthly Quota since NB adopted the P5 method on August 1, 2009.  The P5 method 
uses the number of days between the last pickup in a month and the last pickup in the month pre-
vious.  The Producer’s Daily Quota is then multiplied by that number.  There is an exception to 
this rule which triggers when no milk is picked up at a farm during the last two calendar days of a 
month.  In that situation the Producer’s Daily Quota is multiplied by the number of calendar days 
in that month.  
Normal milk pickup schedule 
Last Pickup Day for the month of January is January 30 
Last Pickup Day for the month of February is February 27 
Monthly Quota based on 28 days (Jan 31 up to and including Feb 27) 
 
Pickup schedule changes during month 
Last Pickup Day for the month of January is January 30 as above 
Pickup schedule changes during month of February causing Last Pickup Day for February to be-

come February 28 instead of February 27. 
Monthly Quota based on 29 days (Jan 31 up to and including Feb 28) 
A similar scheduling change for producers who had a last pickup in January on January 31 and 

February’s last pickup changed to Feb 27 would have received 27 days of quota. 
 
No “Last Pickup Day” during last 2 days of month 
No pickup occurred on February 27 or February 28 
Monthly Quota based on February’s 28 calendar days (28 x DQ) 
Last Pickup set to Feb 28 for purposes of March Monthly Quota calculation 
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Board Meeting 
Directors met on February 25 and 26 to review production trends, deal with producer requests, 
considered the implications of adopting the resolution from the 2009 annual meeting dealing 
with SNF, evaluated the credit exchange activity, prepared a reply to questions from the funding 
agency dealing with the Farm Profitability project and supported the funding of the Atlantic 
Johnes Initiative. 
 
 
DFNB evaluating the implications of modifying its SNF Policy 
Directors took the opportunity to compare the implications of moving to the SNF Policy that was 
recommended by delegates at the 2009 Annual Meeting as the following resolution: 

WHEREAS it is important to have equality. 
WHEREAS 1 kilo of butterfat should have the same earning potential on one farm as another. 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that we adopt the Quebec SNF policy over a 3 year pe-
riod. 

Quebec’s SNF Policy has the following attributes: 
Quebec shifts $3.00 of the revenue it receives from Protein onto Butterfat.  This causes their but-

terfat price to be $0.70 higher than NB’s and their protein price to be $0.90 lower than NB’s. 
Quebec’s producers who have a monthly SNF ratio higher than 2.33 do not get paid for the SNF 

above that level. 
Quebec then allocates those unpaid funds to the Producers who have monthly SNF Ratios below 

a 2.25. 
DFNB’s current SNF policy is based on providing each producer with his own SNF Target.  The 
current distribution of SNF Targets is as follows: 

�
DFNB is struggling with whether it is in the best interest of producers to move away from the 
historical earning potential that each farm has been given through their historical SNF Ratio to a 
system that brings each producer’s earning potential on SNF closer together by taking dollars 
away from producers who have an SNF ratio above a set Cap and give it to those that have an 
SNF ratio below a certain level.  The Board will be reviewing this matter again when it meets on 
March 24 & 25. 
 
 
DFNB evaluating credit exchange activity 
Directors took the opportunity to review the amount of credits being bought and sold by produc-
ers with the objective of determining if the exchange is being abused.   The following summary 
shows the level of credits traded during the past 29 months as a percentage of quota holdings for 
producers who bought credits, who sold credits and the number of producers who did not partici-
pate on the credit exchange.

Mycoplasma mastitis cases are infrequent. That being said, it is 
worth contemplating when facing the following:  
1) A severe case of clinical mastitis resisting antibiotics with 
few systemic repercussions; 
2) A case of mastitis infecting more than one quarter; 
3) A pronounced drop in milk production with abnormal mam-
mary secretions; 
4) All of the above coinciding with the recent introduction of a 
new animal in the herd. 
 
Animals suffering from mycoplasma mastitis may present  
infection signs elsewhere in their body, particularly in joints 
and lungs. The definitive diagnosis depends on the detection of 
mycoplasma with a special bacterial culture or a PCR test   
performed on a fresh milk sample.
